This position will 
also act as a back-up for other swing shifts on an occasional basis (usually with advance 
notice). A modest health reimbursement plan is available for p/t employees. 
 
Experience in shelters is not required.  
Pay rate is $10 per hour. Applications will be accepted until the position is filled.

situations. 
� Basic computer and emailing skills.  
� Ability to effectively manage community & resident volunteers. 
� Ability to interact effectively with community & emergency service personnel. 
� Understands and is able to abide by Sanctuary’s core values of compassion, 

respect, dignity. 
� Ability to work well in a team environment. 



Job Description: 
 

� Manages up to 160 shelter guests during the swing shift from 5:15 pm – midnight, 
Thursday - Saturday.  

� Responds to resident needs and requests throughout the evening including 
handling new intakes, interacting with emergency personnel, problem-solving, 
and providing assistance as needed.  

� Communicates as needed throughout the shift to management staff and at the end 
of the shift through emailed shift reports.

� Receives training and on-going support from Operations Director.  
� Meets once per month with Executive Director, Operations Director and all staff 

for Staff & Operations Team meetings.
